Dear Friends of Second Church,

As we prepare for Palm Sunday, then Holy Week, then Easter, there is a lot of
“church” on offer, and the services are probably the most powerful ones of the
Christian year.

If you're active in some role here at church, say, a deacon, a member of the
Church Council, or a singer, you're almost certainly involved in some way—
Easter, like Christmas, is a particularly participatory season.

Yet even those with no specific role can participate—coming to the services on
Maundy Thursday or Good Friday, or taking a shift during the overnight vigil
between them. Maybe starting Easter Sunday with the dawn service out on the
Mead House lawn.

There’s a lot to be a part of, and we hope you will be.

Sometimes, you’'ll hear from one of us, maybe me or Jenny, or one of the
deacons, saying, “Just come. You'll be glad.”

We say that because it’s true.

But this season, maybe more than any other, has something even more
fundamental to say about participation.

It reminds us that the essential mission of the church is to invite
participation — not only in its own programs (though that’s one part of it).

More importantly, the mission of the church is to invite people to
participation in the life of God.

That life, of course, is infinitely larger than the activity of any church, or of all
the churches put together, even at a time like Easter.

But the church is the gathered community where we particularly recognize,
name, and celebrate that greater life, and the many ways in which we are lifted
(and challenged) by joining it.

It is what every service, every sermon, every program, every day, is trying to
talk about and, with God’s help, to bring about.
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At Easter, we tell the part of the story in which even death cannot stop the life
of God, or silence the invitation God extends us to come join it.

As we enter this next season, I hope you will hear that invitation over and over,
not only in our specific, scheduled times together, but also in any number of
unscheduled moments and situations when you feel a sense of God’s presence
and care.

May His life continue to guide and shape ours.

Our overnight
prayer vigil will begin, and will continue until 3:00 p.m. on Friday, March 29. A feature
of Holy Week at 2CC for the last 22 years, the vigil offers a powerful experience for
private prayer in the Sanctuary, which is illuminated by a single light, focused from the
base of the cross. Some come with a plan for their prayers, some read Scripture or find
other devotional reading and go where it takes them, and some simply sit and “listen for
God” in the silence. Most find that the hour passes quickly, and that Easter is more
